(2) All words and expressions used but not defined in these rules, shall have the:

licence, as required under section 55-C of the Act for possession, storage, or sale of
sandal wood, shall be made to the Divisional Forest Officer in Form 1 on p “gnent
of fees spec1ﬁed in sub-rule (2):

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5. Cancellation or suspension of licence :- The Divisional Forest Officer may, at
any time, for reasons to be recorded in writing, cancel or suspend a licence after -

giving the holder of the licence an oppox‘tumty of being heard.

6. Copies of the order to be Provided: - A _Veopy of the order rejectin}g the
application for grant or renewal of licence under sub-rule (5) of rule 3 or cancelling
or suspending a licence under rule 5 shall be provided by the Divisional Forest
Officer free of cost to the applicant or as the case may be to the holder of the l1cenee
as soon as the order is made. ‘ |

7. Appeals :- Any person aggrieved by an order of the Divisional Forest Ofﬁcer ‘
under Sub-rule (5) of rule 3 or rule 5 as the case may be, within 45 days of the issue -
of the order, prefer'-an appeal in writing to the Regional Chief Conservator of
Forests whose decision shall be final. Appeals received after the specified period
shall be summerily rejected. .
8. Maintenance of accounts by the licensee :- The licensee shall maintain accounts
of transactions in a stock register in Form 3 and produce the same for ] insp tion by

any Forest Officer not below the rank.of Forest Ranger or a Police Ofﬁc r not

below the rank of Sub Inspector of Police. Any refusal to produce the reglster of

- accounts or the non—mamtenanee of accounts or incorrect maintenance of accounts

shall entail cancellap;on of the licence, in addition to penalties that may be imposed
under section 55-C of the Act.

9, Transport of sandal wood:

(1) No person shall transport sandalwood into, within or outside the State of Odisha
ex cept under a Transport Pass to be issued free of cost to him by the Divisional
Forest Officer or any other officer specially empowered by him:

Provided that no such Transport pass shall be required for transport of
samndalwood not exeeeding two kilograrn by a person for his bona fide domestic
use. £ o
(2) Every Transport pass issued under these rules shall be vahd only during the
period mentioned therein and shall bear the seal of the officer issuing it.

(3) During the transit the Transport Pass shall be in possession of the persa in
chuarge of the sandal'wood and it shall be produced for examination when deman ded

by a Forest Officer or Police Officer.

(6) The sandalwood trees permitted to be extracted shall be transported to the

Government depot under Transport Pass in form 5 after giving receipt to the owner

in Form 13.

(7) In the depot sandalwood may be cleaned, roughly dressed, assorted, and.
weighed. The owner or his authorised agent is at liberty to be present during this
process. The details of sandalwood received in the depot and final out-turn of

sandalwood shall be maintained.

(33 > Tae sandalwood shall be sold and sale proceeds thereof shall be paid to the
owner after deducting the expenses incurred for felling and selling the tree,

including the expenses for transportation to depot.

14 . Transport of sandalwood into or outside the State: -

(1) Application for issue of Transport Pass for the transport of sandalwood into or
outside the State shall be made to the concerned Divisional Forest Officer with
particulars regarding the locality, kind and quantity of sandalwood to be imported or
ex ported, destination, routes and such other details as the said Officer may require.
(2) The Divisional Forest Officer may issue the transport Pass or may refuse, for
remsons to be recorded in writing, after giving the applicant an opportunity of being
he ard. A copy of such refusal shall be given to the applicant. An appeal againgt this
order of refusal can be made to the Regional Chief Conservator of Forest whose

de cision thereon shall be final.

(4) When sandalwood is sought to be removed from the area mentioned in

sub-rule (3), Transport Pass can be issued for movement of sandalwood within the
State or outside, as the case may be by the Divisional Forest Officer who shall
intimate the other Divisional Forest Officers under whose jurisdiction in the State

the sandalwood is to be transported before it reaches the destination.

15. Checking of Transport Pass and sandalwood in transit: -

(1) Sandalwood in transit by land, rail or water is liable to inspection by a Forest
Officer or any Police Officer not below the rank of Sub-Inspector and the Transport

Pass shall be produced on demand before any such Officer. All boats, carts, vehicles

or other means of conveyance used for transportation of such sandalwood shall be
stopped by the person in charge under demand by any such

Officer, who may open and search any baggage or containers in possession of such
person or transported in the same conveyance, where there are reasonable grounds
for believing that an offence under the Act or these Rules has been committed. -

(2) The person transporting the sandalwood shall present the Transport Pass for
examination at checking stations. The sandal wood shall not be transported by the
route other than the route authorised in the transport pass.

(3) After the sandal wood has been checked under sub-rule (2) and found comect,
the Transport Pass shall be endorsed by the Forest Officer in charge of the checking
station under his signature and date with the word “CHECKED” and the exposed
ends of the billets shall be branded with Forest Department hammer marks.by that
Officer.

[f the sandalwood exceeds the quantity stated in the Transport Pass or is not

of the kind or description given in the said Pass or the sandalwood billets do not
bear the Government hammer mark or property mark as required, the sandal wood
sha 1l be seized. [f the sandalwood is less than the quantity stated in the said Pass, the
sanme Pass shall not be used again to cover the deficit.
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k. {6. Ketention o7 {ransport Pass —
, Any person to whom a Transport 2ass 1s 1ssued shall follow tae direction given 1

that Transport Pass and to retain it with him so long as the sandalwood covared by it

remains in his possession and procuce it for inspection, before it is disposed of, as
and when required by a Forest Officer not the below the rank of a Forester.

17. Penalties — (1) Any person who shall posses, store or sell or attempt to store or
sell sandalwood except under a licence obtained under these rules subject to
restrictions and conditions prescribed in these rules, shall be punishable under
Section 55-C of the Act.

(2) Save as provided in sub-rule (1), any person who contravenes any provisions of
these rules shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to
five years and with fine which may extend to five thousand rupees:

Provided that where the offence 1s committed after sunset and before sunrise, or
after preparation for resistance to lawful authority or where the offender has been
previously convicted of a like offence, the offender shall be punishable with
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than three years but which may
_ extend to seven years and with fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees.

18. Certain Rules not to apply: -

(1) The Orissa Timber and Other Forest produce Transit Rules, 1980 shall not
apply to regulate the transit of sandal wood in respect of the matters for which
provisions are specifically made in these rules and the acts done, proceedings taken
